Before I retired in June 2004 I used a chalkboard review activity at the end of each unit, before the first semester final, and for the last week-week-and-a-half before the exam. I used this review after each unit throughout the school year--but before the APUSH exam I reviewed the entire year. The class is divided into four teams (my classroom was arranged so that the student desks angled toward the chalkboard and were divided so that half were on each side of the room with a wide aisle down the middle). I would ask a question or give a partial statement and the students would write the answer on their paper at their desks then have to race to the chalkboard--students would have to use the chalkboard on the other half of the room from where their desks were located (use up some of their physical energy) and write the answer. Only one student for each team could be at the board at the same time but only the student getting the correct answer first won a point for her/his team (I also granted each student an additional point for each answer they correctly wrote--up to 5 answers per period which I added to their final score). Answers do not have to be spelled correctly--but you have to be able to make out the answer before a point is awarded. If the answer is a person's name then they just have to write the last name. 

I kept track of the team (and individual) points and at the end of the period every student on the winning team who had given at least one correct answer at the chalkboard received 10 points (this is a part of their total points for the semester grade) plus up to 5 individual points as mentioned above. Second, third, fourth place team scores were based on how close the team scores were--for example if the winning team answered 20 questions, the second place team 14, the third place team 12, and the fourth place team 8 the team scores would be 10, 7, 6, and 4. Each day I would rotate the places each team sat so that every four reviews each team had been located in each of the four team locations so that no team had an advantage in getting to the chalkboard. If you find that certain students from any given team seem to be answering most of the questions you can "promote" them to the furtherest spot from the chalkboard in their teams section of the room! 

At the end of the period I collected the papers on which they had written their answers. I ask students at the beginning of the activity to stop writing as soon as someone leaves their seat to go to the board--they could not resume writing until 1) an incorrect answer had been written at the board or 2) I had moved on to another question. If a student had written a correct answer (and had not gone to the board) they were to place a check mark to the left of their answer. I gave 1 point for each answer up to 5 (individual) points. Therefore, a student who did not get to the board could get 5 possible points for this assignment. If a student had written 5 correct answers while at the chalkboard I did not count any answers from their paper as they already had the maximum number of individual points they could earn! A student on the winning team with 5 individual answers could earn 15 points on a 10 point assignment, someone on the second place team (using the team scores from above) who had 4 individual points would earn 11 points on the assignment, and so forth. This was the favorite activity in both my AP and regular history classes--they would have played it every day if they could!!!

I am sending you my questions for reviewing before the APUSH exam. Some of them may not apply because you may not have taught the material--for example, I emphasized U. S. environmental and popular culture history in addition to the tradition units I taught! Also, the questions are by quarter--I reshuffled my papers so that each new question came from a different quarter--thereby each review day we were working on materials from the entire year!

This is great for preparing students for the multiple-choice part of the exam as well as coving a great amount of material quickly--some of which may be used in the DBQ and FRQ part of the test.
